» Creative activities involving the generation of new innovative ideas, hypotheses, images,
performances, including design in any field of knowledge which leads to the development of
new knowledge, understa.lnding or expertise;

> Research projects of students and scholars undertaken as part of the curriculum or proposals
for enriching it

> Publications, presentations and communication of the research outcomes and related

activities.
